The official celebration was in the form of a festival concert of Russian music at Festival 
Hall in the afternoon and an all-day reception at the Russian pavilion in Manufactures 
Building. The Exposition orchestra played at the concert, supporting a Chicago society 
of Russian singers directed by Mr. V. J. Hlavac. In the evening a banquet was given by 
the Russian Commissioner. 
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
